2. SVRG prefers organizations with mission focused on women and children in the low-income bracket and supporting adults and children with disabilities.

3. The charity must be a 501(c)3 organization and be able to provide proof.

4. The charity must be able to clearly show need for assistance.

5. All should have a community building element.
6. SVRG will prefer, but not limit to, organizations that support larger groups rather than individuals or segregated communities.

7. SVRG will not support religious, political or profit-making organizations.

8. SVRG will are not make contributions to individuals for their personal benefit, but may chose to assist with those in need under extreme special circumstances.
